It starts with a single square, white dot, mov-
ing left to right, diagonally, in a sea of screen 
black. The dot hits a thick, white, vertical line and 
bounces, making a “boop” sound. Then the same 
kinetic bounce on the left side against another 

thick, white, vertical line. This is a computer game that has simplified ten-
nis into three on-screen objects that lack any representational fidelity to 
tennis rackets, players, or tennis balls, but is endlessly addictive to play. 
This is Pong.

Pong was invented in 1972 by Allan Alcorn, an engineer working 
for the video game company Atari, created as a training exercise assigned 
by Atari cofounder Nolan Bushnell. Alcorn used circuitry from a 
Magnavox Odyssey console to build the simple, two-dimensional 
tennis game that helped launch the video game industry, which is 
today worth more than the movie and music industries combined.

I’m of the generation—Gen X—that grew 
up with the arrival of home video game con-
soles and computers in the 1980s, and my 
memory of that story is a memory rendered 
in simple, pixelated graphics. Pong conjured 
tennis through three simple, Malevich-like dig-
ital forms, and other games, from Frogger to 
Chuckee Egg to Donkey Kong, would conjure 

addictive, lucrative worlds through the most rudimentary of computing 
technology, as if all the sophisticated discoveries in the history of painting 
(such as mathematically deduced perspective in fifteenth-century Florence 
and Rome) had never happened—yet. With the birth of modern post-
war computers, visual complexity seemed to start from zero again. 
It was like going back to the caves, figuratively speaking.

By the time I lost interest in video games 
during my mid-teens—displaced by a newer 
interest in avant-garde art, existential liter-
ature, and philosophy—video game visuals 
had morphed into the uncanny hybrid real-
ism of Mortal Combat and Street Fighter: 
still ostensibly 2D, but clawing at the third 
dimension the way the great painter Paolo 
Uccello had done five hundred years before.

We have a catchy word today that groups this formative aesthetic: 
“retro.” But at no time during my exposure to early computer graphics 
did I ever think any of this was retro. The word only arrived in France in 
the mid 1970s, and subsequently took off in popularity from the 1990s 
onwards. No, what I felt then—when I would load a game painstakingly 
via cassette onto my 32 KB Acorn Electron, which was connected to the 
lumbering home television—was experiencing something as contemporary 
as possible: breathtaking and magical, brought to us by the mysterious 
powers of technology. These low-res worlds were awe inspiring the 
way the future was meant to be.  And at the core of this new 
reality complex was a disarmingly simple unit that is the building 
block of our digital visual universe still to this day: the pixel.

Pixel Story
 

The concept of a pixel as a single point in a graphics display originated 
in the early days of computer graphics in the 1960s. The term “pixel” 
is a contraction of “picture element.” Early computer displays used 
vector graphics, drawn lines between coordinate points, rather than raster 
graphics with a grid of pixels. Vector displays were common on things 
like oscilloscopes and early computer-graphical terminals. The first true 
pixel-based displays came in the early 1970s. The 1973 Xerox Alto used

In January 2023, eighteen projects by thirteen artists entered the collec-
tion of the Musée National d’Art Moderne at the Centre Pompidou, the 
majority of which were NFTs. This marked the first time a public modern 
art institution acquired works exploring the relationship between artis-
tic creation and blockchain technology. Since its inception, the Musée 
National d’Art Moderne’s collection has been attentive to the intersections 
between information technologies and artistic creation. Predominantly 
consisting of video, multimedia installations, and sound works, this col-
lection also includes digital pieces, including artists’ CD-ROMs and net-art 
works. The recently acquired works embrace the opportunities provided 
by web3, and NFTs in particular; however, the direct access provided by 
web3 to distribution platforms, without the usual selection process oper-
ated by art-world intermediaries, made the task of selecting projects to 
acquire within such a recent and vast field particularly complex.

One of the initial principles of this project was to showcase the diver-
sity of profiles among artists who engaged with NFTs, whether they visual 
artists from the contemporary art scene, artists specifically active in net 
art, or crypto artists—among whom Larva Labs, and their CryptoPunks 
and Autoglyph projects, quickly stood out. Two main axes were then 
used in the selection of works: projects dealing with the blockchain eco-
system, justifying their use of NFT technology through their subject mat-
ter, and works experimenting with the characteristics of this technology, 
using it as a support or, more, as a medium exploring its specificities. 
CryptoPunks find a natural place in this set due to their role in the devel-
opment of NFTs and the establishment of the ERC-721 standard. At the

was an icon was of no surprise and needed no explana-
tion to anyone—except perhaps for Cadmus himself. For 
Cadmus’s generation, the radicality of sexuality in art 
in the context of gay and lesbian liberation’s attack on 
the normative power structures was a concept of which 
he was both aware and deeply wary as it went against 
his covenant of discretion. Artists like David Hockney, 
Andy Warhol, and Tom of Finland were building on the 
visibility Cadmus had established in the 1930s through 
the ’50s as openly gay men celebrating their lives—but 
they did so in either a more explicitly sexual or socially 
fluid manner. 

The issue with this was that he did not wish to be 
identified as ‘The Gay artist Paul Cadmus.” Indeed, in 
a 1992 letter to a Harvard art historian who was asking 
why the sexuality in his work was not more explicitly 
addressed by his dealers, Midtown Galleries (with whom 
he showed across his entire career since 1937), he said:

I have never hidden my homosexual nature but I 
care for reticence . . . one’s sexuality—the homo 
or hetero element—should be exhibited in a kind 
of proportion, not to the drum beat of sex, sex, 
sex . . . the label “gay artist” loses all sense of pro-
portion. An “artist who is gay” is preferable . . . . 
This is the way I like it; with dignity, without noise, 
without fuss . . . 

The threat, in Cadmus’s absence, of a loss of dignity is 
therefore a boundary to be respected, and an underpin-
ning theme of this publication: how to celebrate a career 
and attend to a legacy in the spirit of the dignity with 
which the artist cherished at the current moment in time 
when that dignity needs desperately to be cherished and 
yet more deeply contextualized? In a way, the answer to 
this question is why this publication exists. My analy-
sis takes pains to look at what Cadmus purposefully put 
into his work in terms of reflecting queer desire—looking 
at the work for what it was but also for what it allowed 
beyond the confines of its author’s place and limitations. 
The trajectory of queer history and Cadmus’s life here 
diverge but in a way that is still complimentary. Cadmus 
didn’t have to be a gay activist to make art that changed 
the course of queer representation, and to understand 
the split between Cadmus’s gay life and Cadmus’s queer 
artistic output we have to shift from operating within 
the intention of the artist to the perspective of the queer 
viewer. How this work functions and how it was accept-
ed by the individuals that consumed his imagery is the 
objective of this reexamination.

Cadmus was notoriously shy and private, and this 
seems to have extended to the manner in which his 
work was exhibited: he was shown very infrequently, 
with the longest break being between 1956 and 1968.13 
If one holds in mind the cultural and artistic develop-
ments happening in America at this time—from the 
end of action painting and the birth and flourishing of 
both Minimalism and Pop to the civil rights movement 
and the rise of feminism and gay liberation—one notes 

the chasm of the twentieth century’s Before and After. 
During this remarkable period, the conversation around 
gayness and queer visibility radically changed, and with 
it so did its coded language evolve: younger generations 
of gay men and women forged new ideas about open-
ness and what expressions of gayness/queerness and 
their desire should look like, and to whom. By 1975, he 
had removed himself permanently from the nexus of 
New York in favor of a small house on Lincoln Kirstein’s 
property in Connecticut, where he rarely left his stu-
dio or garden—his last trip to Europe was during the 
beginning of the AIDS epidemic in 1983, an epidemic 
we know he was engaged with, as he constantly gave 
drawings and support to various AIDS charities.14 With 
this shifting cultural and social landscape as a back-
drop, Cadmus would live, working in isolation making 
exactly the kind of work he wanted to without pressure 
from dealers, critics, or even collectors. As unfortunate 
as it was that he did not exhibit more often, it is even 
more impressive to then understand the power of both 
his desire to make the work that he made and the fact 
that there was a community of eager collectors spread 
around the country who bought literally everything that 
he would release from the studio.15

Intimate and timely, the Cadmus nudes resonated 
and were cherished because they contain a homoerotic 
desire which bridged a generational gap between those 
who came of age in the 1930s to the ’50s to those in the 
1960s and ’70s: they presented an idealized format 
that was palatable to the older generation of the artist

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the final two in the design phase. The area has become home to 
the New York operations of some of the world’s most innovative 
companies in technology, healthcare, and finance which were 
looking for the kind of new, amenity-rich office space that can 
attract talent — particularly in a postpandemic, hybrid work world.

The assumption in the planning stage in the early to mid-2000s was 
that office rents in Hudson Yards would be lower than Midtown 
proper. However, now the Far West Midtown/Hudson Yards office 
subdistrict has the highest average rents of any submarket in New 
York City — higher than the Plaza District, Grand Central, or the 
Sixth Avenue corridor. While there certainly are individual buildings 
on Fifth Avenue or Park Avenue with higher rents, on average 
Hudson Yards has become established as a premium work, play, and 
visit location that commands rents second to none.

The wisdom of Dan’s view that Hudson Yards could only be financed 
“off balance sheet” rather than through the city’s general obligation 
bond program, and thus not in direct conflict with other capital 
funding priorities, can also be seen in the extraordinary success of 
Hudson Yards’ innovative “value capture” financing. The Hudson 
Yards Infrastructure Corporation (HYIC) was formed to issue bonds 
backed by pledged future revenues (primarily incremental property 
taxes produced in the district). HYIC issued $3 billion of bonds to 
investors, who agreed to take the risk that the bonds would be 
repaid only by new revenues generated in the district, if the City 
committed to meet any shortfall in interest payments. 

Aside from the brief period when city payments were needed to 
cover interest, revenues have not only repaid the bondholders, but 
also generated surpluses for use by the City as part of its general 
operating budget. Since 2017, HYIC has turned over cash surpluses 
of more than $662 million to the City — a number that is expected 
to increase dramatically in the years to come. Not reflected in that 
number is the array of income, sales, and other taxes that flow 
directly to the municipal budget, and that made up a significant 
share of the original $60 billion forecast.

Twenty years ago, Dan assembled a team and directed us to 
develop and execute a plan that could finally realize the long-held 
vision for a vast space that was all but ignored near the heart of 
Manhattan. His unshakable confidence steadied us as we delivered 
on plans that others had discussed for decades but could not or 
would not prioritize. And today we have the receipts: Hudson 
Yards has exceeded what even we, privately, wondered might 
be wild expectations, helping to drive the city’s economy and 
generate the prosperity needed to fund essential services. Dan’s 
optimism has only ever been matched by his demanding attention 
to detail. In Hudson Yards, the city is benefitting in ways only he 
could have foreseen. 

Doctoroff and the Comeback City
New York is a comeback city — always has been and always 
will be. At a time when so many of us who love our hometown 
are focused on yet another comeback, it would be wise for all 
of us to spend some time thinking about, and learning from, 
a true maestro of NYC comebacks — and my dear friend — 
Dan Doctoroff. 

In the years after September 11th, when others were writing 
the Big Apple’s epitaph, Dan believed that the key to our 
recovery was big-thinking ambition. I remember sitting with 
Dan, who was clear-eyed about his five-borough plan, and 
thinking: He is precisely the leader we need right now. His list of 
accomplishments — and the economic and job activity they have 
sparked — is remarkable. The High Line, Brooklyn Bridge Park, 
the World Trade Center complex, Governors Island, and Hudson 
Yards. His execution of our original plan to extend the No. 7 line 
to Manhattan’s Far West Side spurred the development of the 
entire Hudson Yards area, one of the most ambitious economic 
development projects in our country’s history. 

Through all of this, it was Dan’s drive, his compassion — and most 
of all his love for and belief in New York City — that really stuck 
with me. With our next great comeback now underway, it’s those 
qualities that help drive us to do better each day. Even as his work 
continues, Dan’s legacy as a New York City Hall of Famer (or All-
Star) is firmly settled.

stretching from the far reaches of the Bronx, down the island of 
Manhattan and the coastlines of Queens and Brooklyn, all the way 
out to Staten Island, and ultimately Coney Island and the Rockaways 
far beyond. It was a vision that was always meant to long outlive 
and outlast the majestic Olympic moment that was to have been its 
ostensible starting point and raison d’être. It was a plan for a vast 
city newly integrated to itself and reunited with its waterways. It was 
a vision of New York City for the 21st century. 

The Olympics were not to be. But to an astonishing degree, Dan’s 
vision of the city has come to pass. No one in, say, 1975 — the year I 
moved to New York from the hinterlands of Michigan, where Dan, 
as it happens, also grew up — could possibly have imagined what 
would become of New York City across the first two decades of the 
new millennium. 

During Michael Bloomberg’s extraordinary three-term mayoralty, in 
which Dan served as Deputy Mayor for Economic Development and 
Rebuilding, parks, districts, and amenities in and around so many of 
the city’s waterfront zones were gloriously, stunningly reimagined 
and reborn — the spectacular improvements at Brooklyn Bridge 
Park, Governors Island, the High Line, Hudson Yards, and Lower 
Manhattan only the most conspicuously triumphant among the 
hundreds of projects that remade the city from one end to the other 
over the last 20 years. No newly awakened, disco-era Rip Van Winkle 
riding his or her bike along the Hudson River shoreline in Manhattan 
could do anything but fall off his or her bike in wonder, at the 
prospect of such a transformation. 

For nearly 30 years now I’ve been working on a documentary 
series about the history of New York City, eight episodes of which 
came out between 1999 and 2003, and another two episodes of 
which are currently on the way. One day in the spring of 2000, Dan 
Doctoroff and Jay Kriegel — another great New York public servant 
and wonder-worker, now, alas, no longer with us — came to our 
offices on the Upper West Side to talk with me and my colleague, 
James Sanders, about their plan for bringing the Olympics to New 
York (they wanted us to write an historical essay to accompany the 
official Olympic bid book submission to the United States Olympic 
Committee, which we did). 

Jay that day played a kind of impish, infinitely urbane Sancho Panza 
to Dan’s tall, courtly, Midwestern Don Quixote. With his curly head of 
hair, disarming smile, and trademark backward tilt of the head, Dan 
began to talk to us about what he had in mind — and James and I, 
two longtime students of New York, were immediately, completely 
spellbound. No one lets the power and plausibility of what he has to 
say speak for itself more plainly — or with more simple, uninsistent 
and, in the end, infinitely compelling matter-of-factness — than Dan 
Doctoroff. He has a way of making plain and simple sense out of the 
most complicated, multifarious, and ambitious plans and projects 

— and making people come together around them in the most 
unpretentious, uncoercive way. He’s a city-whisperer — a visionary, 
and a passionately committed advocate of New York City. 

That’s why for the new episodes of our documentary which discuss 
the creation of our modern city, we sought out Dan again. We 
spoke to him on camera about his remarkable experiences in city 
life over the past many decades. He spoke calmly and passionately 
about so many of the challenges and opportunities facing New York: 
about climate change and the fiscal crisis, about sustainability and 

planning, about infrastructure, rezoning, tourism, housing, diversity, 
Superstorm Sandy, the High Line, City Hall, 9/11, and the waterfront.

He talked about how his understanding of the waterfront had 
evolved — from the initial instinct that New York needed to take 
it back and reclaim its power, into an understanding that it was 
more than the city’s birthright — it was the key to its future. To give 
New Yorkers a respite, an escape, and a salve for their health, for 
resilience against climate change, as the spark to ignite a torrent 
of new, brilliant neighborhoods around all of its edges that could 
offer housing, job opportunities, and generate economic growth to 
power the city — reclaiming the waterfront was the key to it all. 
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Hunter’s Point South Park transformed 30 acres of postindustrial waterfront into a series of lush and sustainable public spaces, including a central green designed to 
absorb floodwaters.

At the very end of the interview, with one last thoughtful tilt of the 
head, he paused a moment, and told us why he was so committed 
to this wondrous, water-bound, infinitely striving miracle of a city, 
inadvertently echoing what its other visionaries have understood 
across generations.

“I just believe in the idea of New York,” Dan said. “I believe that New 
York, at a time when the world is growing closer together, largely 
through technology, really represents the best — yes, imperfectly, 
but the best, of what the world can actually be. Where people 
are tolerant of each other. Where you’re going to see Pakistanis 

and Bangladeshis and Indians working side by side. Where people 
basically get along, because they are bound together by this idea 
that it’s really about openness and opportunity. I find that incredibly 
powerful, and I really see New York as a model for the world, as the 
world grows closer together.”

Whenever it’s needed it, New York has always found visionary 
citizens who can help us see and show us the way towards the 
future. In the city’s new unrecognizable waterfront, with its jumble 
of cultures, games, cyclists, gardens, and grand vistas, the New York 
Dan spoke of is more than an idea. It’s the city that Dan, through his 
will and his vision, made real.

New York City would not be what it is today without Dan Doctoroff. 
Dan is one of the great New Yorkers of our era, a man whose vision 
and energy have done so much to shape the city we live in now. 
From Lower Manhattan to Hudson Yards, the Brooklyn waterfront 
to Atlantic Yards, and so much more — Dan saw possibility and 
promise where others only saw defeat and decline. 

One of the most significant parts of his legacy came in the earliest 
days of his public service to our city, as new Mayor Michael 
Bloomberg’s Deputy Mayor for Economic Development and 
Rebuilding. When we think about September 11th, we often focus 
on the tragedy of the day — but it’s equally important to think 
about September 12th. On that day, our city was faced with a 
choice. Do we allow ourselves to be defeated by terrorism, or do we 
get up and start rebuilding our city? 

Dan led the way, understanding that we could not simply rebuild 
and that government, business, and civic leaders would have to 
work together to go beyond recovery and actively reinvent and 
re-energize the city for the future. The impact of those decisions 
can be seen in the 24/7 community that Lower Manhattan has 
now become, and in the way our city’s economy has evolved and 
strengthened. 

Dan showed us that transformation is not only possible, but 
essential. He left his mark on important developments like the 
Coney Island rezoning, and the reactivation of the Brooklyn Navy 
Yard — places that are now hubs of job creation, economic power, 
and civic pride.

He has always been driven by a mission to make this city better, 
and his leadership has inspired a generation of forward-thinking 
public servants, including many that hold senior roles in my own 
administration.

HOW PLANYC REINVENTED  
URBAN SUSTAINABILITY

Both of us have had the opportunity to work with many cities 
across the country — and for Rit, the world — over the past decade 
and a half. We have seen firsthand the emergence of the local 
government sustainability field. We have experienced where it 
has been and how it has evolved, and now we are seeing where it 
might be going next. 

When we released PlaNYC and New York City’s first greenhouse 
gas (GHG) inventory in April 2007, just a handful of cities had 
sustainability offices or chief sustainability officers. Today, there 
are over 250 member cities and counties in the Urban Sustainability 
Directors Network, an organization that brings together local 
government sustainability practitioners in North America, and 
there are almost 300 communities that regularly track their GHG 
emissions.

As climate change has turned from scientific projection into 
the reality of each season’s weather reports, the field of urban 
sustainability has graduated from a small movement to an 
established aspect of urban governance. Sustainability itself has 
become bigger, encompassing resilience, climate justice, and the 
transition to a green economy. The roles of local government 
sustainability offices have grown as well, and the tools they deploy 
have become more ambitious, interdisciplinary, and important.

In many ways, PlaNYC set the foundation for this transformation 
and helped shape the modern urban sustainability movement. 
Some of PlaNYC’s impact is due simply to New York City’s 
importance. Much is due to Mayor Michael Bloomberg’s 
leadership. But PlaNYC was conceived and overseen by Deputy 
Mayor Dan Doctoroff, and a significant part of its impact is due 
to his personal stamp. Like Ray Anderson, the legendary CEO 
of Interface, who pioneered industrial ecology, Dan embraced 
urban sustainability not as an activist or entrepreneur, but as 
an executive. His oversight over a broad range of city agencies 
with daily operational responsibility — for water, transportation, 
and housing, to name just three — ensured that his support 
translated into action and that the approach to sustainability 
was “ambitious but achievable” — a phrase we heard constantly 
during the period in which we developed PlaNYC. 

Why was PlaNYC so influential? Here are a few reasons.

Dan was always willing to confront hard problems
Sustainability had posed — and continues to pose — hard questions 
for cities, especially in the Global North. In 2006, some of these 
ideas were radical: realizing how bad cars are for cities, embracing 
bikes, pushing those who own and manage buildings to treat 
efficiency as an obligation rather than a frill. But Dan was always 
willing to face the difficult facts and work to turn them into an 
actionable plan — and then into reality. Often, the initiatives to 
address these challenges are politically challenging. But Dan never 
questioned whether we were going to do something hard. It was, 

“How might we do it?” He always encouraged us to think big and 
think outside the box because the current box didn’t work. 

One example of this was the congestion pricing fight — a politically 
perilous undertaking that Dan insisted we pursue because he 
believed it was important. 

He knew that congestion pricing, and a handful of other ideas, 
might prove controversial. But instead of abandoning them and 
going for easier wins, he embraced the effort and did everything 
he could to help it succeed. He led us to create a broad-based 
coalition of leading New Yorkers, including environmental leaders, 
real estate interests, environmental justice advocates, technical 
experts, and others on a Sustainability Advisory Board (SAB). Unlike 
some panels convened for press releases, Dan wanted the SAB to 
wield real authority in developing the plan alongside city officials, 
so that by the time PlaNYC was revealed, a wide set of powerful 
stakeholders across the city were genuinely invested in its success.

That included outreach to organizations Dan had previously battled. 
For instance, the Regional Plan Association had loudly opposed 
Dan’s goal to build a stadium on the Far West Side of Manhattan 
and no doubt contributed to the plan’s demise. Still, Dan successfully 
engaged them as allies on PlaNYC and congestion pricing.

Dan also used his personal relationships and credibility in the 
business world to win supporters at a time when business 
interests were not really engaged on climate. He and Rit met 
with developer Steve Ross of Related Companies, who was at 
the time the chairman of the Real Estate Board of New York 
(REBNY), to pitch him on congestion pricing. While many of New 
York’s corporations had already endorsed congestion pricing, real 
estate had not. Dan and Steve were both board members of the 
World Resources Institute, and Dan explained the key connection 
between congestion pricing and the transit investment that was 
(and remains) crucial to the future of Midtown, the city’s largest 
central business district. REBNY’s subsequent support of the plan 
was critical, establishing congestion pricing as a joint effort of 
environmentalists and the business community.

We released PlaNYC more than 15 years ago. Its impact is still resonating across the 
urban sustainability movement. 

New York City added nearly 400 miles of bike paths between the release of 
PlaNYC in 2007 and the end of the Bloomberg administration, including the city’s 
first protected bike paths. Opposite, protected bike path, Schermerhorn Street, 
Downtown Brooklyn.
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NEW YORK’S NEW  
GOLDEN AGE FOR PARKS

Early in the Bloomberg administration, I was invited to 
participate in a monthly series of meetings with something called 
the “Economic Development Agencies Council” or “EDAC” as 
it came quickly to be known. These meetings were convened 
by Deputy Mayor for Economic Development and Rebuilding 
Dan Doctoroff and his staff, and the participants included the 
commissioners of about 40 city agencies and mayoral offices. 
Most of the participating agencies reported to Dan, but some, 
including the Parks Department, reported to others such as 
First Deputy Mayor Patti Harris. I didn’t know at the time that 
these meetings would be a key element of the largest and most 
creative expansion and rebuilding of the New York City park and 
open space system since the 1930s, when the Works Progress 
Administration (WPA) and then-Parks Commissioner Robert 
Moses oversaw a “Golden Age” of park expansion.

By the time the Bloomberg administration left office in 2013, it 
had created or set in motion plans for more than 3,000 acres of 
new or refurbished parks, converted 229 barren schoolyards into 
green community playgrounds, upgraded or created world-class 
athletic facilities, and built hundreds of acres of waterfront parks 
and greenways. 

This historic addition of new and renovated parks was fueled by 
an investment of over $6 billion over 12 years. And many of those 
achievements — including now world-famous parks such as the 
High Line, Brooklyn Bridge Park, and Governors Island, along with 
hundreds of neighborhood and regional parks, playgrounds, and 
sports fields in all five boroughs — were driven or substantially 
assisted by Dan, who technically had no formal role in the Parks 
Department, but who deeply understood the multiple benefits 
that parks bring to people, neighborhoods, and the current and 
future financial viability and livability of New York City.

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THE LEGACY OF DAN DOCTOROFF
Daniel L. Doctoroff was only in government for six years, serving as Deputy Mayor for Economic 
Development and Rebuilding between 2002 and 2007. In that time, he oversaw one of the most profound 
overhauls of New York’s physical environment in the city’s history. The plans he set in motion — many of 
them initiated as part of his bid for the Olympic Games before joining government — included rezoning 
40% of the city, creating new economic hubs in all fi ve boroughs, reclaiming the long-derelict waterfront 
with a series of striking and now iconic parks and new housing, supporting new museums, cultural 
institutions, and industries as cornerstones of new, vibrant neighborhoods, and reshaping the transportation 
network, including the fi rst extension of the subway in decades.

We sat back-to-back for seventeen hours, trying not to pull each other’s hair.

The performance was called The Artist is Present. It was at the Museum 
of Modern Art in New York.

People queued to sit with me, day after day. We weren’t allowed to speak  
or touch. I just stared into their eyes for as long as they wanted to stay. Some 
people left after just a few minutes, while others gazed at me for many hours.

I sat still as a statue, six days a week for three months, and locked eyes with 
1675 people.

I saw peace, joy, fear, anger, pain, and hope in their eyes.

Some of them smiled at me. Others were moved to tears. Someone pulled 
funny faces. Even when they had no expression at all, we felt a kind of energy 
between us.
